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Political Risk in Key Countries

Film productions are exposed to distinct political risks. Among these are:

e Political violence, including riot, strike, rebellion, war, civil war, or terrorism

e Regulatory risk and selective discrimination including revocation of permits, whether caused by bureaucratic
intervention, corruption, or political sensitivities

e Seizure of equipment, whether motivated by opportunism or anti-foreign sentiment

Political risk ratings for film productions are mitigated by a series of structural factors, such as the mobility of assets
and the brief period of risk. However, on the downside, their risk profile is often increased by high visibility and the
heightened threat of terrorism.
